   First Warning Signal 1100 hours each day.  Additional races may follow.

Rules:   The Regatta will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) including the US Sailing Association Prescriptions thereto, except as modified by the sailing instructions, applicable Class Association rules, and PHRF-MA rules.
Changes to the Racing Rules:  RRS 61.1(a) is modified to add that a yacht intending to protest shall notify and receive acknowledgement from the Race Committee at the finish line giving the name and sail number of the yacht being protested.  RRS 66 is modified to add that on the last day of racing, a party to a protest may ask for a reopening no later than 30 minutes of being informed of the Protest Committee’s decision.
Entry:  The NJ Hospice Cup Regatta is open to One Design (over 21’ LOA) and PHRF classes.  PHRF competitors must have a valid 2009 PHRF-MA Certificate.  Cruisers will be provided with a guest handicap.  A minimum of 5 boats are required for a One Design start.  One Design competitors must be 2009 Class Association members.  Classes and PHRF division splits will be posted prior to 0900 September 13, 2009.  Regatta provided color streamers or Class/Division Numeric Pennants will be flown by competitors.  
Registration and Fees:  The Registration Form and Entry fee of $125 (payable to “NJHPCO”) are due by October 9, 2009.  Entries may be mailed to Raritan Yacht Club, attention “NJ Hospice Cup ”, organizers are not responsible for mailed entries not received by October 9, 2009.  Late entries will also be accepted at the Registration Desk during operational hours.  
On-Site Registration and Check-In:    There will be a Registration Desk open on the 2rd floor of the Raritan Yacht Club on Friday, October 9 from 6:30-8:30 pm, and Saturday, October 10 from 8-9 am.  On-line registration available at www.njhospicecup.org.  Regatta Packets and Sailing Instructions will be available upon Check-In.   Unofficial Sailing Instructions may be available at www.njhospicecup.org.
Racing Area:  Raritan Bay:  The approximate starting area will be East of Great Beds Light, and West of the area between Keyport “1” and Seguine Point, Staten Island, NY.
Scoring:  Low Point Scoring system of Appendix “A” of RRS will apply as modified.  All race scores will be counted; there will be no throw-outs.  One race will constitute a series.

Awards:  All awards to be presented at the Awards Ceremony, October 11, 2009 in the Grill Room of the Raritan Yacht Club.

Regatta prizes for first, second and third will be awarded in each division (with 5 or more entries).
